For example: if your child 

normally attends BSO at 15:00, but school ends at 12:00 that day, 

you should request extra childcare from 12:00 to 15:00. 

 



If so, please remember to sign him or 

her out. This way we can properly arrange staffing and possibly offer a spot to 

another child.
